Thank you for participating in the 2009 Thanksgiving Program.  Frisco Family Services Center’s goal is to provide 
low-income families, families in crisis, and senior citizens with a special Thanksgiving Meal Package. The 
traditional foods that make the holiday special are typically not available from the food pantry and are a rare treat for 
these families. 
 
There are many ways in which your group/organization can support this program and assist in making this year’s 
program more successful than ever: 
 
1. Donate completed Thanksgiving Meal Boxes. (Empty boxes will be provided by FFSC) 
 
2. Donate Turkeys. 
 
3. Donate grocery store gift certificates. Certificates will be used towards the purchase of turkeys, milk,  

butter, and eggs. 
 
 4. Donate Tom Thumb Community Bucks or free turkey coupons from your local grocery store.  
 
5. Give a cash donation to support this program. 
 
6. Collect non-traditional items needed for the Food Pantry.

Important Reminders: 

 Please complete the following application and fax or return by November 11th. 
 All boxes need to be returned by November 18th or arrangements must be made.  Drop off dates and times 

are November 16-18, Monday-Tuesday, 9am-3pm and Wednesday, 1pm-6pm. You will be contacted to 
schedule a drop off time. Non-perishable items need to be delivered at our off-site location: 6009 Main St. 
at Frisco Square next to Firehouse Subs. Perishable items will need to be delivered at Frisco Family 
Services Center located at 8780 Third St during regular business hours: Monday-Friday 9am-5pm. 

 Please make arrangements to bring in perishable items close to distribution dates due to limited 
refrigeration. 

 New empty boxes will be provided by FFSC and will be available for pick up starting Friday, October, 
30th. 

 Please make arrangements to come and pick up the number of boxes you will need.  We would like you to 
use the boxes distributed by FFSC only. 

 FFSC will only need a limited number of complete boxes, please check with FFSC to make sure they are 
still in need of boxes or if there are any other needs.   

 When providing Thanksgiving Meal Boxes, please package the complete shopping list of items in a box 
provided by FFSC,  close the box (DO NOT SEAL) and tape the shopping list to the side of the box. 
Circle any items that are not included in the box. (PLEASE DO NOT PUT THE POTATOES, 
BOARDGAME/DVD, OR GIFT CARDS/CERTIFICATES IN THE BOX.) 

 If collecting gift card/certificates, please put them inside of an envelope and tape to the top of the box so 
that we may collect them all and do the purchasing of perishables the night before distribution.  
(Please do not put the gift card/certificate inside the box.) 

 Distribution of the boxes will be on Saturday November 21ST.

 If you choose to provide a gift card/certificate for perishables, please keep them separate and place 
in a envelope. (Please DO NOT place inside the box or tape to the box) 
 

 Please return your box no later than November 18th.  Drop off dates and times are November 16-18, 
Monday-Tuesday, 9am-5pm. and Wednesday, 1pm-6pm. (unless special arrangements are made). 
Someone will contact you to schedule a drop off time during these time frames. 
 

 Non-perishables items need to be delivered at our off-site location: 6009 Main St. at Frisco Square 
next to Firehouse Subs.  
 

 Perishable & Non-Traditional items will need to be delivered at Frisco Family Services Center 
located at 8780 Third St.
